HOW MANY BOOKS DO | NEED TO READ?

As many as you like! One really long book may take you more than two
hours to read, or you may be able to read lots of picture books in two
hours.

CAN I READ FOR MORE THAN TWO HOURS?
Yes! If you finish the two-hour challenge, ask for another entry to keep
reading. You can submit as many entries as you want, one entry for every

two hours of reading.

Keep reading and ticking, until
all the tick icons have been ticked. To complete the challenge you need to
have read for 2 hours, and ticked all 8 tick icons on the page. Submit (or
upload) your entry when you have read for two hours. You have from
December 16 to January 26 to complete the challenge. If you finish early,
ask for (or download) another entry to keep reading. You can submit as
many entries as you want, one entry for every two hours of reading.
